“In order to protect the population, the environment and the road network of Hungary, from
| January 2026, international transit freight traffic can only cross Hungary on the designated
road network, the transit road network.

The elements of the transit road network and the conditions of transport will be available at the
National Access Point (NAP) operated by the Hungarian Public Roads Nonprofit Private
Limited Company (Magyar Kozt Nonprofit Zartkértien Miikodo Részvénytarsasag).

The goal of the transport policy of Hungary is that truck traffic should primarily travel on
motorways and expressways and only leave them near their destination, for the shortest possible
distance. In order to achieve this transport policy goal, truck traffic will be restricted in several
places on the lower-level public road network. Thus, international truck traffic with a
destination in Hungary may also encounter new restrictions from January 1, 2026.
